Concluding Remarks
The studies of ethnogenetic processes in Eastern Europe once again lead us in close relationship of physical and social geography. This was the conclusion of many scientists applying new research methods in geography, ethnology and linguistics. There can be no doubt that a sufficiently accurate recovery of prehistoric events on our planet is possible. However, this is necessary to unite efforts of researchers in different specialties at a secure base. Unfortunately, creating such a database is still unsuccessful. The author only hopes that his work may become one of the blocks in its construction.
The description of the studies and their unexpected results for the author himself is finished at the beginning of settlement of Slavic peoples over a wide area of the Eurasian continent. The Slavs advanced in the historical arena of the world rather late, but it should be viewed as a positive rather than negative fact in their history. We see that the representatives of a large family of Indo-European peoples to turn out in the civilized world and made their contribution to civilization. This sequence is due only to the geographical factor - location ethno-forming areas, and later appearance on the world stage does not contain any "racial" reasons. The same applies to many peoples of the Finno-Ugric and Turkic language families
With contacts of the Slavs to more civilized nations their recorded history begun, first in the chronicles of foreign authors, and after the occurrence of the Slavic states, it was documented in its own sources. At this time ethnogenetic process became to be complicated, and their study requires methods other than those that were used in this work. The language, which until then had been a defining element of ethnicity, to some extent, lost its significance for ethnic identity. Instead it, belonging to a certain country or religion began to affect on the processes of ethnogenesis. Replacing the geographical boundaries, the political boundaries came and sometimes interrupted or very complicated communication between the separate parts of the same primary ethnic group. In the languages of individual ethnic groups were affected by the language of the dominant nation and after the development of education the language of the church and printing influenced on them. New elements of ethnic communities appeared and developed lead to the formation of modern nations. In connection with this, the of study ethnogenetic processes that took place in relatively recent historical times, surprisingly, are more complicated than the study of the processes of prehistoric times, when they were determined by a few stable natural factors.

One of the reasons for the rejection of the results of the research by academic science is that they are forced to look critically at many issues and to revise established views in the areas of ethnogenesis and historical and comparative linguistics. To venture on such a review, you need to get rid of the magic influence of recognized authorities. To do this is not easy in the humanities, where empirical methods are difficult to realize. The undisputed irreproducibility of historical events seems to be insurmountable barrier on the way to the truth, but historical experience can be in certain cases modelled mathematically. It is only necessary just to find the appropriate mathematical apparatus. But the main reason lies in the universal crisis of morality in a world that has not bypassed science too. Academic institutions have become a kind of craft shops, which didn’t interest in seeking the truth but in scientific career, and related with it material security. In other hand, if in the natural sciences, these two purposes can be achieved through technical solutions, implementation of which tangible results in a fairly short time and can be utilized by man in his favour, the positive result of gained truth in the humanities effects not very soon. The fruitful idea can be distorted, ridiculed, trampled, by the verbal rhetoric, demagoguery of disinterested, dull-witted conservatives and careerists, and the author himself can be exposed to public ridicule. One need only recall the fate of genetics, cybernetics, and comparative-historical linguistics in the Soviet Union.

The natural sciences owe their success to the use of mathematical methods in the conditions of possible repeating of the initial circumstances in accordance with the desire of the researcher. However mathematics makes headway with great difficulty in comparative-historical linguistics and the reason of it is not only non-repeatable historical experience and the lack of appropriate mathematical methods. By itself, the conceptual apparatus of the humanities does not allow to use mathematics in a fairly full. For example, there is not in the humanities such fundamental concept as the "variable", so available in mathematics. Although Hegel argued that the foundations of human knowledge vary from generation to generation, this idea is not developed adequately for practical application. Of course, it is difficult to talk about "variables quantities" in the humanities, but the introduction of the concept of a “variable phenomenon” is essential needed to avoid semantic difficulties that inevitably arise when you use words and concepts prevailing in the preceding ideas, but really are not enough accurate or even wrong. For example, there is in linguistics the concept of "proto-language", “language”, “dialect”, "patois" which can characterize the human speech activity at certain time intervals, but there are no words to describe the general concept, which would unite all them into a phenomenon in its historical development. Where necessary, the word "language" is used, the exact value of which should be clear from the context, that does not always accessible or involve unnecessary complexity of the discourse. On the other hand, the dialect and the patois may be part of the language at a certain stage in its development of divergence, but in any case the differences (or border) between the patois, dialect, and languages are not sufficiently clear. This means that the language in the most general sense is a variable phenomenon in two dimensions - time and space. Changing the linguistic phenomenon of these dimensions is uneven, and that allows us to operate with the concepts of "patois", "dialect", "language" every once in a strict sense, and assume the approximate time of their occurrence. Thus, the development of speech activity is a complicated nonlinear process, which study requires special techniques that are still in their infancy.

In his time a famous mathematician and philosopher John Neumann (Janos, Johann von Neumann) (1903 - 1957) developed a special heuristic approach to solving nonlinear problems. The research by the graphic-analytical method is fit in the scheme of this approach as one of its steps. The first phase of accumulation of information and facts about the studied linguistic phenomena can be found looking back at the history of general linguistics and language teaching. The word stock needed for research graphic-analytical method is concentrated in the great number of vocabularies, like etymologic, as bilingual. This cumulative nature of the development of linguistics is consistent with the development of any science. Then, in full accordance with the Neumann’s scheme, intuitive conjecture about the inverse proportionality between the number of common words in the lexicon of two languages and the distance separated the bearers of proto-languages at the time of their formation was launched based on numerical experiment. This hypothesis underlying the graphic-analytical method was tested for the greatest possible mass of lexical material to different language families by numerical methods and the reality of this proportionality has been confirmed repeatedly. In accordance with the results of calculations, the source data were conducted clarify by removing random and asynchronous elements, which, in turn, allowed to obtain a model of kinship of languages in more correct way. The correlation of these models to specific areas on the map provides an additional opportunity to verify the results obtained by methods of comparative historical linguistics.
In recent decades, the practice of research includes the methodological concept of fractal, which characterizes the new approach to the sets of known facts as a hierarchical recursive system amenable to mathematical description. Using this approach, we can connect the fractal features of the landscape with fractal structure of languages. 
The results of the research can be viewed as a launching pad to expand into new ways of studying the processes of ethnogenesis as by linguistic and by extralinguistic methods. At the same time they give an opportunity to look afresh on some epistemological and ontological problems of philosophy. 

On ways of human knowledge.
The rejection of the method and results of research by the official science, obviously, is also a consequence of certain patterns in the ways of knowledge of the truth. Pope John Paul II in his encyclical "Fides et ratio" (“Faith and Reason") emphasized the deep connection of faith and rational knowledge. Gain in knowledge, everyone trusts the teacher, i.e. knowledge gained by other men, but most convincing is the knowledge acquired through their own efforts, our own experience, knowledge and confidence to teachers is higher, the more his credibility among students. In our example, one can clearly see how the knowledge gained through the seemingly convincing mathematical and logical apparatus, are unconvincing, if they are presented by a person with no pupils and authority in science. Suspicion and distrust, manifested in this case, are psychological categories, but the psychological factors of epistemology are not enough studied. Maybe Michael A. Bishop and J.D. Trout came to this problem closest (Michael A. Bishop and J.D. Trout, Epistemology and the Psychology of Human Judgment, Oxford University Press, 2005, 205pp). Clearly, the psychological aspect in the theory of knowledge is an important and deserves more careful consideration.
On other hand, the constant human striving for the truth, about which he wrote in the encyclical, Pope, is not absolute. Truth is not always and not for everyone interesting and perhaps even not always useful for a certain audience. And not all are looking for it by own efforts, and more trust in teachers. However, the overestimation of the importance of pluralism leads to the conception of equal value of different opinions and, ultimately, to the loss of teacher authority, and with it, and trust. Clearly this state of affairs is connected with the universal ethical crisis in our world.
To the formation of human language.
The comparative-historical linguistics convinces us that the language of man was not given over as a finished product, and went a long way to gradually improve. At its inception languages do not have the grammatical forms in their modern sense, and consisted of audio signals. The logical connection between these signals was specified by intonation, gestures and other possible ways, for example, by order, repetition, force sounding of individual sounds. Individual sounds originally had a certain emotional overtones that helped people to understand their meaning. For example, the sound of m and n are still intelligible to people of different linguistic belonging as a denial, especially if these sounds are accompanied by nodding of the head from side to side. The same sound m can be understood as "I", "my", "me" if accompanied by a nod. Explosive consonants required a single gesture, which could indicate another person or an object. Then the sounds dh, th, d, t with simultaneous single movement of the head-up could mean "you", "your", "you", "one", "there". Gradually, people realized that the relationship between sounds and their meaning can be clarified with the creation of new words by combining of limited set of sounds, owned by people. The simplest sounds are vowels, which have remained virtually unchanged to this day. Otherwise it was with consonants. The conception of the first consonant sounds can provide observation of the development of the language at children. The first consonant sounds adopted by a child, are formed naturally (especially labials). Later, he imitated the sounds of adults. Primitive man was not someone to imitate, except of animals. And his sounds must have been unintelligible like the sounds of these animals. This assumption seems logical, if we suppose that man is descended from some kind of an unknown primate. However, without going into this complex issue the same can be argued on the basis of the existence in many ancient languages sounds having complex articulation such as aspirated bh, dh, gh, th, kh, guh, quh, affricates dz, ts, ps, ks, labialized gu, qu, tu, pu, which subsequently in many languages were simplified. In addition to these sounds, in the course of the studies have been found the facts that give reason to argue about the existence in many ancient languages sonorous affricates rz, rs, lž, lš, which eventually disappeared entirely, with the exception of the Czech language, which has a sibilant vibrant ř.
In contrast to the phonetics, the morphology of languages was constantly complicated. Primarily all words do not have grammatical features and only later the category of name and verb occurred from some of diffuse items which have developed in the diversity of modern morphology. Consideration of the general Nostratic lexical stock suggests that the category of the verb developed at first and only later some verbs were underwent the process of substantivization. Understanding verbal nouns gave impetus to the formation of original nouns. Attention is drawn to the fact that the largest group among the verbs form the words of technological semantics ("to beat", "to cut", "to crack", "to bend") and this confirms the well-known idea that labour has made a monkey in a man. In general, it should be said that the restoration of the process of becoming a human language requires the application of the efforts of scientists of different specializations - linguists, ethnographers, archaeologists, sociologists and others. 

It seems to be that the way of the forming of numerals was very interesting, maybe developed from pronouns. This question may be interesting not only for linguists, but also for psychologists.
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On the ways and paces of language development.
The research shows that languages evolved mainly by divergence in ancient times. In that respect, they are in full compliance with the divergent, expanding development of nature in general. The evidence of interference of ancient languages (lexical borrowings, the role of substrate, etc.), we can assume their convergent development only with a stretch, since the facts of occurrence of one language from several ones are unknown.  However such theoretical possibility is allowed by many scientists. For example, it is often suggested that the merger of the Eastern Slavs into one state - Kiev Rus' has created a common ancient Old-Russian language by constant contacts and mutual influences In fact, according the isolation of many settlements and lack of necessary means of communication contacts between distant populations were very rare. When such rare contacts had place, people thought about the effacement of language differences at the least and used them for more prosaic practical purposes. Even today, residents of neighboring villages use sometimes different words to designate the same object and not giving up on them purely out of habit, despite the fact that they are well aware of the variance in the names. Borrowings and interferences are most often appeared in cases of assimilation of new phenomena and objects. But the identity of language is defined by its most archaic elements which are usually the most frequently used. One can say about the convergent development of languages more clearly in cases when the speakers of languages are the ethnic groups having different stages of development. Then the influence of one language to another becomes so significant that it is possible to speak of the genetic relationship of these languages. Just such influence has been appeared in the case of the Turkic and Mongolian languages. But the using in research the most archaic elements of these languages should convince us that these languages have different origins.
The intensification of convergent development of languages begins with the development of communication and with the appearance of written language, which was beginning to play a regulatory role and thus slowed or ceased the divergent development of languages and in some cases led to a convergence of dialects of the same language. Thus, the divergent development can not continue infinitely, but convergent development has also its limits - it does not lead to the crossing and mixing of languages, have gained their writing. Moreover, even formed literary language can undergo the process of division because of historical conditions. The Portuguese language in Brazil has changed so much that it gives reason to linguists to talk about the special Brazilian language. The same trend is occurring in English U.S. However, defending the priority of divergent development of the languages, you can not, strictly speaking, absolute of the universality of any language at any stage of its development, since speaking is always individual and, therefore, there are in any language always separate dialects, which, however, don’t hinder to accept it as a certain variable phenomenon.
Languages are changed very slowly. Morris Swadesh once explained as it happens. He argued that changes in language should not be so large as to violate the understanding between three living generations - from grandchildren to grandparents. Thus, over three generations, and this is a period of 60-77 years, very minor changes occur in languages, therefore the language can not be changed to full recognition during 200-300 years. The study of place names of Western Ukraine, explained by means of the nowaday Chuvash language shows that it had changed little since the Scythian period. This chronological connection will more accurately reconstruct the history of development of the Turkic languages. The same can be said about the Kurdish and Germanic languages. 
The conservatism implicit, although in varying degrees, to all languages, suggests that the formation of one language (in practice this process is the complication and enrichment of protolanguage) occurs on a small area which ensure close contact between different groups of people who spoke earlier in the less developed protolanguage. So it is absolutely groundless to say that a language was formed, for example, in the vast expanses of Siberia, or even the East European Plain.
Biblical narratives as historic documents

The studies confirm the view that the Bible is a true historical document. In full accordance with biblical stories several groups of the speakers of languages of the Nostratic macrofamily lived in the Caucasus near the three lakes Van, Sevan, and Urmia (Rezaye) which are located around the Mount Ararat. Due to geological processes, rather closed areas were formed here, where six Nostratic proto-languages were arisen, from which the Indo, Afro-Asian, Dravidian, Kartvelian, Ural and Altaic languages developed later. Anthropologists accept the idea of the possible existence on Earth the nodes of race-forming process, within which major race-genetic events occurred. The location of one of these sites is expected in the Near East and Eastern Mediterranean. Such coincidences are insignificant at first view, but taken together, significantly increase the likelihood that the Biblical stories are based on real facts.

The territory of the assumed residence oh the speaker of the Nostratic languages consists of numerous mountain ranges and plateaus. Designated places for settlements were very convenient for the life of primitive man through the good natural conditions. Now cultivated plants - wheat, barley, legumes were spread in the Middle East as wild species. Near the 9th millennium BC man begins to engage in a primitive economy - agriculture and cattle breeding. Archaeological evidence shows that Asia Minor was inhabited by people very high cultural level in 8 – 7th millennium BC. The resettlement of small farming and pastoralist groups, which only occasionally came dawn into the valley, occurred in the Zagros, Sinjar and the Taurus Mountains during the 8th mil. BC.
The good evidence in favour of the Biblical texts may be the theme of the Deluge, which is present in the Urals (in particular the Khanty-Mansi) mythology, but the significance of the Khanty-Mansi legends about the flood is something depreciated of being it wide-spread in various forms among the peoples of all continents. However, the name of Mount Ararat is somewhat reminds of the widespread in the Turkic languages aral "island". If we take into account the Old Turc art "mountain", then the original name of the mountain could be restored as Aralart, i.e. "Island mountain”. The existence of three lakes around Mount Ararat may be associated with the legend of Noah and his three sons - Shem, Ham and Japheth, who in the valleys around these lakes could establish their own settlements. They could give the origin of separate families which went new process of division later. In this connection, one can regard carefully with the legend of Adam. The word adam meaning "man" is present in almost all the Turkic languages, as well as in Iran and the Caucasus ones. It is believed that it has a Persian-Arabic origin, but there are grounds to assert that the word was present in all the languages of the Nostratic macrofamily or even preserved in many modern languages in changed forms.
Comparative ethnography as an instrument for learning the ways
of the spiritual culture of different peoples
So-called principle of superposition had often place in the processes of migration of different ethnic groups. That is, when some ethnic groups went away, a deal of it remains at the old place of residence and was stratified by new migrant population of other ethnicities. The alien population of another culture and language has being spiritual influenced by the remaining old-timers. The newcomers perceive their existing place names, needed for new vocabulary terms and often liked customs and rituals. Knowing exactly what ethnic group in turn settled in the same area, you can specifically learn not only the general features of their languages, but also their spiritual and material culture. For example, knowing that the territory of Western Ukraine was once inhabited by the Ancient Bulgars, it is possible to search the cultural and everyday relations between the Ukrainian and Chuvash. Such linkages can be identified in the folk song, dance, embroidery, handicrafts. Revealed analogy may characterize not only the continuity and interaction of cultures, but also to assess the time of occurrence and the source of the borrowing of new beliefs and customs, as well as the timing of their existence. We concluded that the Urheimat of the Ancient Greeks was in the area, which was then populated by the Northern Germans, and later by the ancestors of the Ukrainians. The Greek language substrate confirms this conclusion. However, confirmation can be found also when comparing the ethnography of the Ancient Greeks and Ukrainians. For example, among the ancient Greeks, and Ukrainians there were folk dances under the same name "Crane". Judging from the descriptions, dances are very similar to each other. Consequently, this dance has existed among the Greeks, even 5,000 years ago, they themselves have forgotten it among the turbulent events of their own history, but Ukrainians are more tied to its tradition, maintained it until today. Undoubtedly, this dance was supposed to exist at the Northern Germans. The availability or its absence at them could be for science an important fact. You can also specify the other Greek-Ukrainian cultural parallels, analogues and other East Slavic peoples. Ukrainian words korovod, khorovod “round dance” (Russian khorovod, Whiterussian karagod, etc.) corresponds well to gr. ”round dance" and ”choir”. Slavic words have no satisfactory etymology, so it is likely that they are ancient Greek culture substrate, as the tradition to dance round dances.
Initial structuring of human society
The human society is a complex self-regulating hierarchical system, structured in many ways. At the lowest level of humanity was divided into three basic anthropological race - white, yellow and black, which were distributed spatially, but not insurmountable borders. Subsequent cross-breeding between the primary races provided more variation and polymorphism of the human species, but in the long historical perspective, could reverse the anthropological distinction, if it had not occurred to structure human society on other grounds. At the same time the anthropological structuring of mankind began structuring on the basis of family ties to the smallest structural elements, as were clans. Competition between the various communities in the fight for survival inevitably led to their integration into larger subsystems on the basis of a well-exposed feature. This feature became a common language, the emergence of which is not associated with awareness about a specific community and is only a consequence of specific geographic conditions. The formation of individual languages occurred in a fairly confined geographic ranges of certain natural laws, but awareness of the linguistic community people was mainly influenced by social factors. The feedback of social conditions had an effect on the further development of a common language as a sign of belonging to a particular socio-public group. The awareness of such belonging is essential for the formation of the primary ethnic entities. Further the variation combinatorics of linguistic, cultural, religious, economic and political factors intermittent processes of integration and differentiation shaped the more complex structure of human society.
On the potential of different nations and races
The undoubted achievements of European culture and, especially, the progress of European science and technology gave and give reason to think about some special gift of Europeans. In our time to express such thoughts is considered obscene, but indirect evidence that such ideas are sufficiently widespread, can be found in historical science. That emerged more than a century ago look at the special role of the Indo-Europeans in world history is supported by erroneous theories. One of these theories is imaginary identity of Corded Ware and Battle-axes Culture to Indo-Europeans. Undoubtedly there is a certain psychological barrier to recognizing that the creators of this culture were the ancient Turks, moreover, if on general view their homeland should be somewhere in the Altai. To be fair to acknowledge that the look at the Turkic identity of this culture is supported by some European scholars, among which is the Italian Mario Alinei. The Turkic population of the Pontic region in the 2nd – 3rd mill was at on higher level of development than the Indo-Europeans, and had great cultural influence on them, traces of which can be found in different Indo-European languages. Well-known scholars don’t dare recognize such this influence, treating the obvious facts as random or finding them fantastic explanation.
The Japanese example says that the head start is in many respects the same for different peoples and that its implementation depends purely on natural factors. The study has shown that the Japanses lived in close proximity to the ancestors of the modern Nanais, Negidals, Nivkhes, Orochis, Udeges, Ulchis, Evenkes, Evens, and others, now extinct tribes and there is no evidence that the Japaneses differed from them by some special abilities. Then they moved to the isolated islands, called by their name, and they were forced to lead a new lifestyle in the new environmental conditions - engage in agriculture and sea fishing. Isolation and diverse economic activities determined the future path of development of Japanese society. Their former neighbors, having settled in the vast expanses of Siberia and the Far East, continued their previous lifestyle and maintain the traditional social order. Now, the difference in the cultural achievements among once close to the people is enormous.
On the regeneration of ethnoi

How we have seen in the Japanese example and the small peoples of Siberia and the Far East, despite the same starting opportunities, the contributions to world culture of different peoples was different. It is difficult to assess this difference quantitatively, because the values vary from era to era. It is impossible to correlate the value of the invention of the bow and arrows several millennia ago and the invention of the computer in the last century, if you abstract from the time when these inventions were made. Only in the light of the epoch, it can be understood that both the invention has given a new impetus to the development of human civilization. However, not one person stands behind every invention, but also the mindset of certain human society, the paradigm of its cultural development in certain conditions and at certain times. It is not necessary that the ancestors of some nation, who played a big role in the development of human civilization in the past, will play a commensurate role to the present. Oswald Spengler wrote that civilizations are born, develop, achieve prosperity and die. Much the same can be said about ethnic groups, with the only difference is that the ethnic groups do not die in most cases, but are being assimilated by other ethnic groups, if they getting in adverse conditions, did not undergo a process of constant renewal. Sometimes these renewals are so profound in nature, that cultural continuity between distant generations of the same ethnic group becomes so unnoticeable, that does not allow the researcher to acknowledge the possibility of ethnic community of the creators of archaeological cultures, separated by a big time gap. That break cultural tradition does not speak about the disappearance of the some ethnic group, because one of the signs of ethnicity - his tongue in spite of its variable nature of the phenomenon remains stays. In this respect, the example of the ethnic history of the Chuvash is enough interesting. Studies have shown that their ancestors were a certain, very large part of the Scythians. To say this - so contrary to generally accepted scientific views. The cultural continuity between the Scythians and the Chuvash is inconspicuous at first view and some analogies and coincidences are accidental. The Chuvash themselves have not kept any legends about their Scythian past. In such circumstances, the possibility of all the scientific speculation is possible, and they, in fact, occur. Nevertheless, there is evidence that between the Chuvash and the Scythian have a direct linguistic and cultural continuity, although the Chuvash have undergone certain ethnic regeration.
Despite the fact that some ethnic groups sometimes assimilate the other, we can not say that they always disappear. Assimilated in the environment of foreign-language ethnic group, they nevertheless have an impact on its ethnic psychology and to a lesser extent on the language, mainly in its vocabulary. 
Five thousand years ago all the Turks had the Caucasian appearance. Due to the resettlement of large expanses of Central Asia, many Turkic peoples have mixed with local Mongoloids and completely changed his appearance. Nevertheless, the Turkic language unity is preserved. Clearly, the Turk-Europoids and the Turki-Mongoloids differ significantly from one another in genetic terms, but the continuity of language gives us reason to assert that the process of genetic regeneration by the mongoloid Turks stays completely unaware, but the sign of belonging to certain ethnic community has always been the language of distant Caucasoid (Eur0poid) ancestors. 
Strictly speaking, the ethnic and linguistic communities are not identical concepts, as the ethnos assumes more other distinctive signs excepting the common language. But since the existence of the language covers a long period of many generations and can not exist without its users, it is absolutely necessary the introduction of the new concept to describe historical community in which people use language, at least of one their biological parent, and thus provide the transfer of the language to their descendants thou changed on one degree or another degree. 
The ethnogenesis as the scientific prediction

Historical perspective of modern nations depends on how they will maintain their own identity, due to their genesis, and how they can resist the leveling influence of progressive globalization. The globalization contradicts one of the most important principles of organization of nature and human society - the principle of polymorphism, and therefore will not promote the common development of mankind, although it can be stimulating challenge of Arnold J. Toynbee's sense. The experience of individual cultures concludes two broad categories - the experience gained and the experience inherited. Herewith the gained experience, which the most significant achievements are spreads worldwide, promotes globalization, hinders the original thinking, largely restricts the creativity and searching for new paths in science, culture and technology. On the contrary, the inherited experience can be the basis for new creative exploration and at the same time ensure original ways and means of searching that it is extremely important for human civilization in general. But we can not exclude the fact that the inherited experience of individual nations may have hopeless achievements which can not benefit the whole mankind, therefore it is in the interests of each nation, to reject inherited negative experiences, learning achievement of other cultures. The Inherited experience of individual nations is a result and consequence of their ethnogenesis, in which language is the most archaic and the most significant factor that reflects the surrounding world in its own way. The study of ethnogenesis of any people will let in some extent not only to predict his future, but also to correct its inherited experience. But such a correction by rejecting negative components and the assimilation of human achievements can not mean a complete renunciation of the language of any ethnic group, since any language can be never negative experiences, because it in any case not only performs the communicative function, but also reflect the original outlook of the people. The people, deprived of their own language and oriented themselves only on the assimilation of experience of mankind, has no historical perspective.
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
